Did Private “Willie S. Hann” leave a wife or sweetheart behind? A sweetheart, maybe? In his record, there are three let-
ters addressed to the Regimental Pay Office, from Miss Margaret McCreadie, 1 Virginia Gardens, Ayr, Scotland, dated
November 19, 1916, May 16, 1917 and October 24, 1917, stating that she has not heard from him recently and express-
ing concern for his well being. Unfortunately, at the time of her third letter, October 24, 1917, he had been killed in ac-
tion, October 9, 1917.
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
